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The Grade 3/4 students spent the week learning

about the different types of bridges, from
suspension bridges to beam bridges, and how these
structures are designed to support weight and
withstand forces.

To bring their learning to life, the students
participated in a fun and interactive game called
"Celebrity Bridges." In this game, each student had
a picture of a bridge stuck on their back, and their
challenge was to ask their classmates yes-or-no
questions to figure out which bridge they were. The
students worked together, using critical thinking and
deduction skills to match the right bridge to the right
person. This creative activity allowed the students to
reinforce their knowledge of bridges while having a
great time working collaboratively.

The Grade 1/2 students embarked on an exciting
journey to learn about windmills, an essential
invention in the history of renewable energy. After
discussing how windmills work and their role in
harnessing wind energy, students were tasked with
creating their own working models.

Using simple materials such as straws, paper, and
paper cups, the students constructed windmills that
actually spun when moved. This hands-on activity
not only tfaught them about wind energy but also
helped develop their fine motor skills, creativity, and
understanding of engineering concepts in a fun
and engaging way.

Our youngest learners, the Preps, continued their
exploration info the fascinating world of materials,
specifically focusing on the characteristics and
properties of Lego.

Students had the chance to discover how these
versatile building blocks can be used to create a
variety of structures. The hands-on learning activity
allowed them to experiment with different building
tfechniques and challenge themselves by
constructing bridges out of Lego.

As they worked together in small groups, the
students learned about the importance of balance,
stability, and design, laying a strong foundation for
future STEM learning.

This Weekend'’s Gospel

The Gospel according to Luke 9:28-36

Luke 13:1-9
A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke
Unless you repent you will all perish as they did.
Some people arrived and told Jesus about

the Galileans whose blood Pilate had mingled with
that of their sacrifices. At this he said to them, ‘Do

you suppose these Galileans who suffered like that

were greater sinners than any other Galileans?

They were not, I tell you. No; but unless you repent

you will all perish as they did. Or those eighteen on

whom the tower at Siloam fell and killed them? Do
you suppose that they were more guilty than all
the other people living in Jerusalem? They were
noft, | tell you. No; but unless you repent you will all
perish as they did.’

He told this parable: ‘A man had a fig tree planted
in his vineyard, and he came looking for fruit on it
but found none. He said fo the man who looked

after the vineyard, “Look here, for three years now |
have been coming to look for fruit on this fig tree

and finding none. Cut it down: why should it be
faking up the ground?e” “Sir,” the man replied
“leave it one more year and give me fime to dig
round it and manure it: it may bear fruit next year; if
not, then you can cut it down.”’

Gospel Reflection

When Jesus is asked about the deaths of some
Galileans and some residents of Jerusalem, he
seizes the opportunity fo remind his audience that
their obsession with the ‘sin’ of the victims is
misplaced. He challenges all who are listening that
unless they repent, they will all perish in a similar
fashion. This would have been very confrontfing to
those in the audience who were ingrained in the
thinking that ‘bad things only happen to bad
people’. The purity codes of the day stated that if
one maintained purity of action — obeying the Law
and respecting the prohibitions on certain actions —
then one was fulfiling one’s duty and maintaining
right relationship with God. Jesus chastises the
people for this attitude and tells them that they all
must ‘repent’. For 1st Century Jews, the word
‘repent’ had a greater depth of meaning than our
current understanding. Rather than simply ‘being
sorry’, to repent meant to completely turn life
around - both individually and as a society. His
injunction fo repent would be seen as a challenge

to question motives and actions and set a new
direction.

To follow this up, Jesus tells his audience a parable
about a fig tree that has not borne fruit after three
years. There are many interpretations of this parable
and itis often interpreted inisolation from the gospel
passage that immediately precedes it. Given the
challenge to ‘repent’ that is given so strongly, we
can see the parable as an example to the listeners
that their fime for repenting is running out. The one
year reprieve for the fig free is an indication fo the
listeners that their change of heart and change of
spirit had better take shape in the very near future.

Scriptural context — Parables

The parable of the unproductive fig free at the end
of today’s passage is not a straightforward story with
a clear message. Indeed, this is a hallmark of the
style of storytelling that we call ‘parable’. A parable
is deliberately open to interpretation at different
levels. In the first instance, today’'s parable is a
simple farming story. However, the original
audience knew (as we know) that there had to be
more to the story. Parables use metaphoric and
symbolic language that invites the listener or reader
to explore deeper and find a meaning that lies
beyond the literal.

Living the Gospel - Bad Things /
Good People

Today's gospel taps in to the vexing question: ‘Why
do bad things happen to good people?’ The
qguestion implies that God is punishing good people.
Surprisingly, this attitude continues and one only has
to watch news coverage of a tragedy to hear
someone ask, ‘How could God let this happen?g’ The
very question suggests a belief in a God who
interferes in our lives and manipulates events. Jesus
suggests that tragic events are not punishment from
God, but the accidental, deliberate or natural
event does provide a reminder to turn our lives
around and live lives that matter.

Gospel Focus — Repent

Throughout the gospels, Jesus challenged the
prevailing ‘purity codes’ that separated and
classified people. The Jewish religious officials of the
day were obsessed with the ‘letter of the Law’ as it
applied to purity observance. Jesus told them that
a spirit of compassion was much more important
than the blind adherence to the Law. He suggests
that it is not the lack of observance of purity codes
that makes a person ‘unclean’ or ‘sinful’; rather, it is
lack of compassion informing their actions towards
others. The call to ‘repent’ is a call to complete
conversion of heart — fo take on an aftitude of
compassion.
