If you are a holder of a Health Care / Pensioner Concession Card and have not yet submitted the relevant
paperwork for the CSEF, we encourage you to apply before the end of March to ensure the rebate is applied to
your account early.

MACS Concessional Fee
The MACS Concession Program is available to any family that meets any of the below eligibility criteria:
·         Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander heritage
·         Hold a Health Care Card and eligible for Camps, Sports, Excursion Fund (CSEF)
·         Experiencing genuine financial hardship – a meeting is required with Lisa Black if you meet this criterion
·         Holding a Department of Veterans’ Affairs (DVA) Gold Card
·         Identified as refugees and holding an ImmiCard is strongly encouraged to apply for concessional school fees.
The application form can be collected from the school office.
A copy of your current Health Care / Pensioner Concession Card must be supplied with your application.
A payment plan must be in place to receive MACS Concession.
This form is required to be completed, signed and submitted each year.
